FIN-B REGIONAL DIALOGUE on
Partnerships Against Extreme Poverty: Putting the Financial Needs of the Extreme Poor First

With the aim of leveraging expertise in advancing financial inclusion as a key instrument for poverty reduction and inclusive
development, FIN-B has taken initiatives to reach out to local financial and non-financial players directly through organising regional

dialogues in the country.

FIN-B, along with Concern Worldwide Bangladesh, organised the first FIN-B
dialogue on ‘Partnerships Against Extreme Poverty: Putting the Financial Needs
of the Extreme Poor First’on 27 November 2019 at the Conference Room of DC
Office, Kurigram. Renowned economist and development practitioner of
Bangladesh, Dr. Qazi Kholiquzzaman Ahmad graced the occasion as Chief Guest

and Mst. Sultana Parvin, Deputy Commissioner, Kurigram was present as the

Special Guest at the dialogue. The programme was presided over by the

Executive Director of InM, Dr. Mustafa K Mujeri. About 150 participants from
FIN-B members, PKSF POs, government organisations, local academicians and [

other stakeholders were present at the programme.

Outcomes of the dialogue

The following problems that exist in the region were identified:
B  The region, especially the char areas, is highly vulnerable to
periodic floods and river erosion that affects the socioeconomic life
and sustainability of livelihoods of the people.

B The economic activities are mostly agricultural—with very few
nonfarm economic opportunities available for livelihood—and this
makes it difficult to earn stable incomes to sustain throughout
the year.

B  With low and fluctuating agricultural incomes and in the
absence of non-agricultural job opportunities, the people,
particularly the youth, are forced to migrate to other areas, resort to
borrowings, or pursue begging or other low paid activities.

B The fishing communities, with only seasonal fish harvests, find
it hard to support their livelihoods throughout the year.

The dialogue came out with several suggestions:

B Considering the ecological and other vulnerabilities of the
region, a sustainable solution is necessary. The establishment of a
‘Special Economic Zone' will create both forward and backward
linkages, generate nonfarm employment opportunities, and
provide stable incomes to the people.

B Along term plan is needed to address the river erosion
problem and for proper land management so that the people’s
livelihoods can be sustained.

B Processing of agricultural products and allied industries,
along with development of marketing linkages, are necessary
for the farmers to get fair prices. The government and other
financial and development partners should focus on
developing entrepreneurships among the people.

B  Finally, the local people need support to promote their
awareness about available opportunities especially based on
local resources and social progress, skill development, support
services, through different awareness building programmes,
trainings and workshops, financial inclusion and other actions.

The dialogue facilitated cross-learning among FIN-B, InM,

development practitioners and beneficiaries at the regional
level and provided a useful forum to share and exchange views
on how FIN-B and InM could support the stakeholders and
beneficiaries vis-a-vis their expectations. It also identified major
problems and suggested pragmatic solutions to the problems of the region.

Extension of FIN-B Membership Duration

A central purpose of FIN-B membership is to work in a unique
platform that brings together all financial sector stakeholders
including banks/MFIs/NGOs/financial institutions/local government
and grassroot organisations for sharing ideas and best practices
from home and abroad. The overall membership and Network
objectives are pursued through creating exchange platforms,
organising seminars/conferences, creating lobbying groups,
undertaking research/knowledge covering financial inclusion
issues at both macro and micro levels, training and any other
activities deemed fit to carry forward the financial inclusion
agenda.

To pursue the objective of FIN-B, a successful FIN-B conference
with participation from various financial organisations and
deprived and marginalised sections from all over the country
was organised in 2019. This two-day FIN-B International
Conference and Inclusion Fair 2019 was held at the Krishibid
Institution, Bangladesh in Dhaka on 30-31 July 2019. The
Institute for Inclusive Finance and Development (InM)
organised the conference in collaboration with event partners
including SHIFT SAARC of UNCDF, Concern Worldwide BD,

Bank Asia Limited, bKash, Water.org, and Business Finance for
the Poor-Bangladesh (BFP-B) project of DFID/UKAid.

During the two-day conference, a total of fifteen papers were
presented by different experts on six different themes which
provided an opportunity to the policymakers, financial experts,
practitioners, academicians and stakeholders to discuss
financial inclusion challenges, identify innovative solutions and
share experience covering both demand and supply-side issues.
With the success of the conference, FIN-B extended the
membership duration of all its members until June 2020.

It was agreed that the recommendations of the Conference
would be crafted with a focus on four key aspects of financial
inclusion: (i) a framework for promoting financial inclusion for
the excluded and disadvantaged groups that uphold human
dignity; (ii) codes of conduct and best practices for developing
customised financial products and services; (iii) coordinated
principles and strategies for financial literacy and education;
and (iv) best practices for different stakeholders including
banks, financial institutions, telcos, and the regulators. It is
hoped that these recommendations would serve as a
benchmark for the upcoming activities of the Financial Inclusion
Network-Bangladesh (FIN-B).
